Green as Grass HT:   Run as a special no-elimination format, except in cases where TD has safety concern.  Very friendly and inviting.  Max height 12”.  Fences will be kept as small as possible. Dressage is USDF Intro Test A.  Showjumping will be all crossrails.
Starter HT:   Run as a special no-elimination format, except in cases where TD has safety concern.  Very friendly and inviting. Max height 2’. Dressage: USDF Intro Test A.  

Beg Novice HT:   Dressage: Beg Novice Test A.  Maximum jump height is 2’7”.  Very friendly.  May include water option.  

Novice HT:  Dressage: Novice Test A.  Max jump height is 2’11”.  May include bank, small ditch, water.  

Training HT:  Dressage: Training Test A.  Max jump height is 3’3”.  May include bank, small coffin, water, small trakehner.  Fences are friendly with lots of options.  
Preliminary CT: Combined test.  Dressage: Preliminary Test A.  Show Jumping:  Max height 3’7”.
